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Instructions

1. This examination is composed of two parts: compulsory and optional.

2. Answers should be given in Japanese or in English. For each question, the answer in Japanese should
be given in 800 characters or less, and the answer in English should be in 300 words or less.
Questions numbered A and B are compulsory. All candidates are to answer.

Questions numbered from 1 to 9 are optional. You are to choose one question to answer.
Your choice among the optional questions does not necessarily have to correspond to the field in
which you would like to study in our Master’s Program.

6. You are to use only one side of the answer sheet for each question. Do not write on the other side of
the sheet. Illustrations may be added if necessary.
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Compulsory Questions
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Discuss about World Heritage and disasters.
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Discuss about the advantages and disadvantages of managing the sites inscribed by serial nomination such
as "Sites of Japan’s Meiji Industrial Revolution” or "Ogasawara Islands”, in the framework of serial
nomination
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Optional Questions
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Discuss about the advantages and disadvantages of tourism development conducted by external enterprises,

targeting cultural properties or natural environments.
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Explain the methods and purposes of investigations necessary when components of cultural properties must be

joined using metal bars for structural reinforcement in restoration.
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Explain issues to be addressed when information centers are built in the cultural properties designated as meisho
(places of scenic beauty), using concrete example(s) and explaining their values as cultural property. If the
examples are ones outside of Japan, specify the name of the designation category that corresponds with the same

type of meisho in Japan.
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Explain your thoughts on the most important issues to be addressed for the designation of protected marine

areas, listing three of them, and discuss concrete countermeasures for each issue.
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Although many art works created by human beings in the past have disappeared, among surviving works

excellent art works remain in a higher ratio than others. Explain your thoughts on the reasons for this.
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The municipal office of Taketomi-cho composed of multiple islands in Okinawa prefecture is considering the
introduction of entry fees to each island. List the merits and demerits of introducing entry fees to each island and

explain the issues to be addressed at the time of introduction of the system.
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At the Hiroshima Peace Memorial Museum there was a display in which a scene of the atomic bomb attack was
reconstructed by dressing the clothes of victims on human figures. However, the discussions that followed
regarding this method of exhibition resulted in removal of the display. Explain your thoughts on how to display

the clothes of the victims.
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Provide concrete example(s) and explain the characteristics of the change of use of buildings which carry

historic value.
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Regarding so-called "bullet climbing”, i.e. climbing overnight without staying in mountain huts, attempts
are being made to restrict this practice at the World Heritage site "Fuji-san™. Explain the meaning of this
restriction providing three reasons.
