2. Answers should be given in Japanese or in English. For each question, the answer in Japanese should
be given in 800 characters or less, and the answer in English should be in 300 words or less.
Questions numbered A and B are compulsory. All candidates are to answer.

Questions numbered from [ to § are optional. You are to choose one question to answer.
Your choice among the optional questions does not necessarily have to correspond to the field in
which you would like to study in our Master’s Program.

6. You are to use only one side of the answer sheet for each question. Do not write on the other side of

the sheet. lllustrations may be added if necessary.
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Compulsory Questions
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Natural disasters from earthquakes, typhoons, floods, landslides, etc. are frequently occurring in the world.

Explain your thoughts on the relationship between disasters and heritage protection.
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Explain the influences on the utilization of cultural heritage and natural heritage, by the information-oriented

society through the services such as the SNS (Social Networking Service).
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Optional Questions
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Explain your thoughts on the relationship between the Sustainable Development Goals adopted by the United

Nations and heritage protection.
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In inscribing a natural heritage property under the World Heritage Convention, it is required that the property has
outstanding universal value by meeting at least one of the criteria, “natural beauty / natural phenomena”, “earth’s
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history / geological process”, “ecosystems / ecological and biological processes” or “biodiversity”. Adding to
these criteria, identify two more natural values which you think important, and explain the reasons together with

the possible evaluation methods.
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Explain with reasons the survey methods necessary for the conservation of historic villages.
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Explain both the merits and demerits of having guides explain cultural heritage and/or natural heritage.
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Describe the influence of solar radiation on the deterioration of stone.
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Explain what you know about “unique venues”.
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At Yungang Caves, 45 stone caves and more than 50,000 stone statues were made by the emperors and the
aristocrats in a 60-year period. Explain your thoughts why people needed such a considerable number of Buddha

statues.
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Explain the “associative landscape” described in the Operational Guidelines for the Implementation of the World

Heritage Convention and describe what kind of issues exist for its evaluation and protection.
